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Groundwork
To get the most out of  the lessons of  the Character Development Program, students should be introduced to the Medal of  Honor and 
the six core values before subject-specific lessons are taught. A background lesson on the Citizen Honors award is also helpful before 
teaching lessons about Citizen Honors Awardees. All lessons in Section A (Introductory Lessons) can help provide this background 
information, but we recommend at minimum starting with the following lessons.

Core Values: A1, A2 
The Medal of  Honor: A3 
Citizen Honors: A4 

For Social Studies:
In your Social Studies classroom, use full lessons to complement a time in history. Additionally, our library of  living history videos can 
be incorporated into existing lesson plans to give a personal perspective or a moment in history.
